The LPA shall be notified immediately if any evidence of contamination / organic materials / wastes are encountered during development (0161 342 3680 / 0161 342 2691).

In order to comply with this planning condition, you need to complete this form (including details of any proposed ground gas protection measures) and submit it to the Councils Planning Department, together with an ‘Approval of Details Reserved By Condition Application’ via the planning portal (www.planningportal.co.uk). If you are unable to do this then please liaise with your agent. No works other than the excavation of the foundations / piling must be undertaken at the site until this form has been approved in writing and the discharge application has been formally approved by the Local Planning Authority.

Where this is not the case, we generally require the standard damp proof membrane to be upgraded to a proper gas resistant membrane. In some instances, a ventilated subfloor void will also be required (e.g. if significant depths of fill are encountered or potential sources of ground gas such as peat, organic materials etc). Further advice will be provided upon receipt of this form.
