FEES

OPERATION OF PERMIT

Permits will only be issued for 6 months or 12 months period to cover either 5 Day ( Monday- Friday), 6 Day (Monday to Saturday) or 7 Day (Monday to Sunday).   Failure to comply with the provision of the permit will entitle the Council to withdraw the permit.

A permit will be for a specific nominated car park and is non-transferable.  Any application to an alternative car park will be considered by the Council and subject to an administration fee,

RIGHT TO PARK

Contract holders will be entitled to use an unspecified space on the nominated car park between the hours of 8am to midnight. This does not, however, guarantee a space will be made available.

TYPES OF VEHICLES PERMITTED TO PARK

Permits will only be valid for private cars and vans under 30-cwt net weight.

DISPLAY OF CONTRACT PASS
