Road Crossings:
Indenting

This is the term used for when a child moves further down the pavement to cross the road. This is to ensure there is a suitable gap in the traffic and there is sufficient time to cross away from the corner. They would then retrace their steps back to return to the original line of travel.

When crossing a road it is recommended, that when having to cross between cars that the student should, where possible always cross in front of a car. This gives the driver the opportunity to see the student and the car can be used as a ‘buffer’ before crossing the road safely.
