Bus travel:

The skills required for a child to travel independently by bus is a unique set of skills and techniques that include:

· Locating the correct bus stop.
· Knowing when the bus is approaching and the direction of the bus.
· Knowing the times of the buses.
· Stopping the correct bus.
· Locating the curb edge (visible to the driver).
· Safely board and exit the bus demonstrating an awareness of steps etc.
· Obtaining a ticket from the driver.
· Identifying money.
· Locating a seat.
· Use of trailing techniques.
· Awareness of clues, obstacles and hazards.
