
 

The Big Garden Birdwatch is a simple bird 
survey that families can take part in and                            
enjoy together. 

This activity is about counting the number of birds in your                                                   
garden or nearby greenspace grounds. It only takes an hour,                    
so is a great way of getting outdoors and helping wildlife.                                    
The results also contribute to The Big Garden Birdwatch – the 
world's largest wildlife survey. The Big Garden Birdwatch is an 
annual event that takes place January to February each year. 

How to take part.                                                                                                                     
Choose an hour time slot during 29 - 31 January. 

During this hour, record the birds you see. Record the 
maximum number of birds you see at any one time.
