Canada geese                                                       
were first introduced to the UK as an 
ornamental bird by wealthy people 
in the 17th century.  oday the                                 
population numbers over 70,000 
breeding pairs  

Part of the reason the geese are so 
common and so successful  here is 
that people have created a lot of  
perfect spaces for them.  hey stay 
here all year and do not migrate.  

Don’t feed them too much – you 
may encourage more birds into the 
area than it can naturally sustain and 
could lead to the birds being seen as 
a problem.

Tracks and trails 

 his is great fun if you and your friends make 
2 teams.  ne team sets off and lays a trail of 
arrows and signs for the other team to follow. 
 ou can use twigs and stones or whatever is 
available.  ou can invent your own signs, but 
make sure everyone agrees them before you 
set off 

Make a nine square grid 

With a friend collect 6 pairs of objects e.g. 2 stones, 2 
leaves, etc. Make a 9 square grid each out of twigs. 
Decide who is the boss.  he boss picks up an object 
and places it in his/her grid and describes to the other 
where it is e.g.  op right, one to the left and two up. 
 he friend must place the identical object in the same 
place on their grid.  t the end, look at the grids, are 
they the same

 ather some twigs  and create a twig tower.          
It doesn't have to be very big…  Remember to 
never break twigs off living trees and always 
dismantle and return twigs..

 Bugs can be found everywhere but there are  
a couple of great places in the woodland 
area marked on the map.  

 Dark damp spots under rocks and logs are good 
hunting grounds for things like worms, woodlice 
and spiders.  ou'll find critters like ladybirds,                               
caterpillars and aphids on flowers, plants and leaves 
in a more open sunny spot . 

   paintbrush to gently brush the bug into your  
tray will give you a chance to take a closer look 
with your magnifying glass.  

 Don't leave your bugs in the tray too long and 
always put your bug back carefully where you 
found it and replace upturned rocks and logs. 

 Always wash hands afterwards!  

 

Armed with a small pot or tray, a small                                              
paintbrush and a magnifying glass there’s a whole                           
world of minibeasts waiting to be discovered.
