Applicants should contact the Agency before submitting an application as we will be able to
give them details of what would be required in the flood risk assessment, and also provide
some anticipated flood levels for the river Tame.

The Development Brief should also encourage the use of sustainable utban drainage systems
(SUDS). This can have multiple benefits in reducing run-off rates (there fore flood risk),
supporting biodiversity and improving water quality.
