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	We launched this consultation as part of the Stalybridge Capital Regeneration Programme to gather feedback from residents and businesses on proposed improvements across the town centre.

Specifically, we were seeking views on:
· Road layout and traffic improvements
· Pedestrian accessibility and connectivity
· Enhancements to public and green spaces
· Improvements to key areas including Grosvenor Square and Armentieres Square
· Proposals for a multi-storey car park to improve town centre parking
· Plans for a new footbridge to improve movement across the town

Residents and businesses were invited to:
· Participate in consultation surveys
· Attend informal drop-in sessions (January and July 2025)
· Review and comment on draft regeneration proposals

	Feedback was received from local residents, businesses, and visitors through surveys and in-person sessions.

Key themes from responses included:
· Support for investment in the town centre, particularly improvements to public spaces and heritage areas
· Strong interest in making green spaces more attractive, accessible, and usable
· Desire for better pedestrian routes and safer crossings
· Mixed views on traffic changes, with some concerns about road closures and access
· General support for improved parking provision, including a multi-storey car park
· Positive feedback on improving connectivity, especially through the proposed footbridge
· Requests for changes to be phased carefully to minimise disruption

	Following feedback from the consultation:
· Refined road and traffic proposals, incorporating feedback from residents and businesses
· Phased implementation of road closures and traffic changes to reduce disruption
· Continued development of plans to improve Grosvenor Square and Armentieres Square, ensuring they better reflect community needs
· Progressed proposals for the multi-storey car park to support town centre access
· Advanced plans for the new footbridge to improve connectivity across the town
· Ensured regeneration plans prioritise: 
· Accessibility
· Quality public spaces
· Green infrastructure

Where suggestions could not be fully implemented:
· Some changes were limited by funding constraints or technical requirements
· Certain traffic measures required balancing access needs with long-term safety and regeneration goals

	This consultation forms part of the wider:
